Year 6 S.A.T.s are sent away to external markers and results should be given to schools online on Tuesday 11th July 2023. A formal printout of these results will be included in the children’s end of year reports.

Year 5 children will be doing NFER Year 5 tests during this week and their timetable will mirror the one above. Their papers are marked by myself and scores will be shared the week after. There is no need for Year 5 children to revise for their tests. The tests are based on their learning from this year and tailored to their age group.

Bikeability

Bikeability is running from the 17th April to 19th April for the Year 5 children. Please can they make sure they have their bikes in school on these dates if they are taking part. There is the option to store the bikes at school for this week if is more convenient. Full details have been sent out in a separate letter. 
P.E.

Please can children have their full P.E. kit in school every Tuesday and Thursday (please see the topic web for a full list of clothing). Please note that no jewellery is to be worn during P.E. Earrings should be removed before the lesson or will have to be covered with medical tape. Also long hair will need to be tied back so it will be worthwhile putting an extra couple of hairbands in the PE bag for use in PE sessions.   

Homework
The same as last term the children’s spellings will be given out on a Monday and handed in on a Friday and reading should be done at least 3 days a week and recorded in their reading records. In addition to spellings and reading there is going to be a continued emphasis on all children having a rapid recall of all tables up to x12. Once the children have mastered all their individual tables they will be given timed tests of mixed tables before progressing to relating their knowledge to division then applying their knowledge to fractions, decimals and percentages. 
Year 6 children will continue to use their revision books for Reading, Maths and Grammar, Spelling and Punctuation in preparation for their S.A.T.s in May. Please encourage them to do ‘little and often’ revision. The children should look at the relevant pages in their revision book before trying the question workbook.

 Year 5 homework will be the same as before with project homework given out at the start of a half term and a due in date given on the homework information sheet.
